Who	can	apply	to	the	program?	

Only	students	that	attend	a	school	from	Osceola	and	Orange	Counties	are	eligible	Health	Leaders	Summer	Academy.	

How	many	students	are	selected	per	county?	

There	will	be	35	students	selected	per	county	to	participate	in	the	Health	Leaders	Summer	Academy	each	year.	

What	will	the	students	be	doing?	

The	Health	Leaders	Summer	Academy	will	provide	hands-on	educational	experiences	for	(rising	juniors)	high	school	
students	who	have	a	strong	interest	in	pursuing	a	career	in	medicine.	

Where	will	the	Health	Leaders	Summer	Academy	be	held?	

On	both	the	UCF	Main	campus	and	UCF	College	of	Medicine.	

All	students	accepted	into	the	Health	Leaders	Summer	Academy	will	need	to	provide	their	own	transportation	to	and	
from	both	campuses.	If	a	student	drives	to	the	UCF	Main	campus,	they	are	responsible	for	paying	$	5.00	per	day	for	
parking.

The	selected	
applicants	will	be	notified	via	email	of	their	acceptance	into	the	Health	Leaders	Summer	Academy	program.
